Once the project was finished at the builders shop it had to be painted, wired, hardware installed, and cleaning had to be
performed. All of the items were checked off the list one by one and then it was delivered to the artist’s shop. It took up an en-
tire bay (or at least % of it) for the next couple of months. The shop manager had some tasks to complete before it could actu-
ally brave the NW weather and be ready for use. Once the 28 year old trailer wheels and tires were replaced and an outdoor
stereo and canvas covers were installed it was now ready to be debuted.

Finally on Friday April 25, 2008 BBQ002 was ready to
serve! The vision began on a napkin and turned out to be the most
amazing towable 28 year old trailer you have ever seen. It’s appar-
ent that it cannot be missed if it rolls onto your jobsite for a BBQ
